The applicant is required to provide a support letter from his/her research supervisor (PhD or
Master’s) on an official university letterhead. The letter must be signed by the research supervisor.

The letter should contain the following information:

The approval of the applicant’s research proposal (not just the research topic) by the
research supervisor (PhD or Master’s).

The list of courses completed and to be completed by the applicant in the Master’s or PhD
program.

Confirmation that all the required course work for the applicant’s program of study will be
completed before receiving the award. IDRC will grant an exception if the university
requires one or two more courses to be done after the field research.

The applicant’s ability and aptitude to carry out the proposed field research successfully.

Note : When a PhD candidate is recommended for an award, his/her research supervisor will have
to provide the confirmation that he/she has successfully passed comprehensive written and oral
examinations for the academic program in which he/she is enrolled before receiving the award.

The letter may be given to the student in a sealed envelope for inclusion with the application
package.
